History
Back in 1926 there were 4 Parish Councils called Sub-division at that time – Cornwall, Alexandria, Glen Nevis and Lancaster.  His Excellency Right Reverend  Felix Couturier, Bishop of Alexandria requested that delegates from those 4 Sub-divisions meet and form a Diocesan Council so that members could share their ideas, deepen their faith and grow in love for one another.

In the early years our Diocesan Council devoted time, talent and treasure to the Nazareth Orphanage.  On Mother’s Day we sold roses and in the fall there was a food shower when members from all across the Diocese brought potatoes, vegetables, fruit as well as jams and jellies to the Sisters who cared for the homeless children.  Following the great depression of 1929, soup was served at noon hour at Corbert Hall and food and clothing were provided for hundreds of families.  Children were outfitted with shoes, rubbers and many articles of clothing.  Money was scarce, unemployment was high, and health insurance did not exist so the League had to take on the tasks of feeding the hungry, clothing the naked, caring for the sick as well as the other works of mercy.

1949 brought Hungarian refugees to our Diocese and our Bishop asked League members to help them and we did.  Everything possible was done to help refugees find employment, housing, school accommodation for children etc. – follow up visits were continued to assure them somebody cared.

In 1970 we provided similar assistance to the Vietnamese families who settled in our community.

We are very proud of the three special continuing Diocesan projects initiated within our diocese.

We continue to sell roses each Mother’s Day and donate the proceeds to Our Lady’s Missionaries and local Birthright.  Members are encouraged to participate in the Penny a Day program as well as the Canadians against Sexual Exploitation programs.

Of course, the spiritual needs of our members remain our primary focus. 
An important aspect of our organization is Resolutions and Legislation. As a national Women’s group of over 110,000 members, we are a strong voice of representation to the provincial and federal government.
